18th June, 2024, Bolpur, Birbhum: Dr. Sukanta Majumdar, Hon'ble Union Minister of State in the Ministry

Kendra (RKVK), Birbhum on the occasion of release of the 17th Instalment of Pradhan Mantri Kisan

Prior to Live Streaming of PM-KISAN Samman Nidhi - Fund release, Dr. Majumdar eloquently spoke
