Krishi Kalyan Abhiyan launched in   June-July, 2018 –Direction for implementation of NADEP compost units in selected Aspirational Villages
· Under KrishiKalyanAbhiyan, it is proposed to implement NADEP compost unit through KrishiVikasKendras (KVKs) and also by State Agriculture Department dealing with ParamparagatKrishiVikasYojana (PKVY). 
· In each one of the 25 identified villages of the aspirational district, 20 NADEP compost units are to be prepared. It has been decided that KVKs will take up 12 NADEP units in 15 villages and State department will take up 8 NADEP units in 10 villages of each aspirational district. In all 111 Aspirational districts total 33,300 NADEP units are to be prepared by KVKs and 22, 200 units by state Agriculture departments.
· The cost of each NADEP compost unit (6’x4’x3’) would be Rs 7000/-.The required fund are being transferred to ICAR for implementing the NADEP compost unit through KVKs and also to State Agriculture Department for implementing the NADEP unit by the officers implementing PKVY programme in the State; 40% share has to be arranged by State Agriculture Department. The funds @ 7,000 per NADEP unit would be transferred to beneficiary farmers through DBT, may be in two installments so as to ensure that funds are being used for preparation of NADEPcompost unit.
·   All KVKs as well as Dy. Director (Agriculture) are requested to take a photograph of beneficiary farmer alongwith their NADEP compost unit ,  upload on to “Krishi Kalyan Abhiyan” website on KVK portal and send the same to INM Division, DAC&FW. 
· It is also to be informed that in each selected village, all farm holdings would be provided with waste decomposer bottles free of cost. The required number of waste decomposer bottles would be supplied in the office of each KVK and this supply arrangement would be ensured by Director,NCOF. The required funds are being provided to NCOF for arranging production and supply of waste decomposer to KVKs.
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
